2 Report from the retiring Chair
Cllr Price gave an overview of the last year’s Parish Council business. Thanks to the Village Hall Committee for looking after the recreation area in Calverhall.  Thanks to the retiring Councillors.  The Memorial plaque matter has now been resolved and the memorial will be put in the Churchyard.  The Parish Council has instigated a change of grounds maintenance contractor for 2017-18.  The Parish Council has received CiL updates throughout the year.  £1189 neighbourhood fund money has been received for projects identified in the Place Plan.  Devolution of services has been a main area of focus at Shropshire Council this year.  Planning applications through the year, mostly infill – reaching initial targets specified for SAMDev, all within the boundary areas.  The aspirational Jubilee footpath still an ongoing project.  A beacon has been applied for on 11th November 2017 Armistice Day.  A speed survey has been done through Calverhall, with speeds in excess of the limit being recorded as average.  Councillors’ attendance was good overall over the year.  Thanks to Jean Betteridge and Carole Charmley who have stood down from the Council.  It is hoped that Cllr Rushton will re-join the Council.
