Welcome and Public Session
The Chair welcomed everyone to the September Meeting of the Parish Council.  Cllr P Wynn was in attendance. There were  no members of the public present. Cllr Price opened the Meeting at 7:30pm.

To approve the minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 17th July 2017. 
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes.  Cllr Hitchman proposed the Minutes to be a true and accurate record, seconded by Cllr Astley. All agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes.

Matters arising from and action taken from the minutes (not otherwise on the agenda)
No matters were raised.

Unitary Councillor’s Report

Cllr Wynn reported that Prees heath /roundabout is to be closed for resurfacing for 3 weeks.  Shropshire Council will be reviewing their car parking strategy.  Parking charges, pop to the shops etc are all under review.  Widely considered to be inappropriate for the Market towns. The next LJC Meeting is on 4th October in Tilstock.

Street Lights/Repairs & or Maintenance

- Playground inspection reports: – to discuss any remedial works required 
Cllr Price presented play bark samples sourced by the Clerk.  The Clerk confirmed that the replacement adult swing seats have been ordered.  Cllr Price reported that he met with David Gresty and agreed a schedule of repairs.  The hedge to Calverhall playground needs trimming. Cllr Rushton proposed contracting Mark Leighton to undertake the hedge trimming and Ben Hill to trim the trees back, seconded by Cllr Ball, all agreed. Cllr Price to instruct.  

Cllr Price reported he is awaiting a quote from Quattro for more rubber matting.  Playbark samples were examined.  Cllrs Price and Hitchman to measure area and provide Clerk with details. To obtain quote for the job thereafter.  

Cllr Price reported that the village hall has been insuring the play equipment as well as the Parish Council. Clerk to forward copy of policy for Cllr Price to check details of the Parish Council policy. 
- Street lighting – to report any remedial works required
Clerk presented information received from Eon outlining  programme of works for the street lighting.  Councillors agreed that this would be too expensive to consider at the current time.  To review and discuss further at the next meeting.
