Chairman’s Welcome, Announcements and Public Session
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting opening at 7:45pm. Two members of the public were present who wished to speak on the subject of Britain in Bloom.  Councillors invited them to speak during the public session.  A presentation was given presenting an overview of the aspiration of Calverhall in Bloom. Councillors were given a view of the aims of the Heart of England in Bloom.  Calverhall won in 1958 and Calverhall and Ightfield were joint winners in 1960. Fundraising ideas were discussed linking in potentially with local organisations.  The Chairman thanked him for attending and expressed support for the scheme.

The Minutes of the June and 8th July meetings were previously approved at the 15th July 2019 Meeting.  
Item 71/19 village hall accounts have been received. This will be on the next agenda for discussion.
The Clerk reported that the bus shelter and notice board will be painted once the WI knitting display has been removed.  
New VAS has been installed.  The Clerk reported that due to timescales the invoice has been paid between Meetings in order to avoid late payment charges. To watch for another road safety grant funding campaign from the Police and Crime Commissioner’s office to apply for one for Ightfield.  
It was noted that the Calverhall playground hedge still needs cutting.  The adjacent esident has complained it has not been done yet.  The work has been commissioned. 
As a result of a report of dog causing an issue on the footpath in Ightfield the owner has now been made aware of the problem.  
The Minutes were proposed as a true and accurate record by Cllr Price, seconded by Cllr Hitchman. All agreed.  The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.

To include feedback from A41 Safety Concerns Meeting with Owen Paterson MP
Cllr P Wynn did not attend the Meeting.  Cllr Astley reported that Cllr Wynn has relayed that Shropshire Council will make CiL local awards on presentation of an invoice. 
Cllr Astley reported from a meeting held in Stoke on Tern with neighbouring Parish Counciil Chairmen/representatives. 200 accidents and 300 casualties in last 10 years, 3 of them fatal.  Trying to get improvements to improve the road.  Looking for more data/ anecdotal evidence about the A41.  The Chairman has agreed to be a member of the campaign group.  Will try to get input from the community for feedback about using the A41.  The O Paterson statement is to go on website.  Cllr Astley proposed that he will participate in the campaign group as a council, Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale seconded, all agreed.

Footpath Steering Group Committee–to enable Councillors to sign off the project plan and technical checks form; to complete the Public Works Loan Board loan application form;

Minutes- proposed by Cllr Price, seconded by Cllr Roberts all agreed.

Project plan: Councillors reviewed the project plan discussed and reviewed at the Steering Group meeting.  The project start date has yet to be finally determined. Estimated to be in September. Currently waiting for the lease to be finalised.   The scope and benefits were reviewed. Councillors then reviewed the funding strategy. 
Technical checks: Costings were considered with contingency and VAT reviewed. 
Dog waste bin to be decided once footpath completed – Clerk to confirm how often the dog wardens empty the bins so capacity can be anticipated.  
Future and ongoing footpath maintenance costs were considered. Cllr Price presented an additional quote as required to comply with the Shropshire Council procurement strategy. Programme of dates to be reviewed once the lease has been agreed. 
Cllr Hitchman proposed accepting the project plan seconded by Cllr Price, all agreed.  Councillors discussed the timings for payments – it was agreed that money from the current account could be used to make payments until external funding payments were received ie CiL local
Technical check form :  cannot be presented until the lease has been finalised. Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale proposed that the technical check form be signed off, seconded by Cllr Hitchman, all agreed. Cllr Astley to sign.  
Cllrs Astley, Price and Heywood-Lonsdale were given delegated authority to be project managers proposed  by Cllr Roberts, Cllr hitchman seconded, all agreed.

Councillors discussed any S106 for church farm and queried whether any additional play equipment contribution/provision might be included.  Cllr Price reported that the previous permission had contained provision for this.  Cllrs Astley and Price and the Clerk to investigate.
