1 
Welcome and Public Session
The Chair welcomed everyone to the November meeting of the Parish Council and declared it open at 7:30pm. Cllr Wynn attended the Meeting.

2 
Present, apologies or absent 

Cllr Roberts was absent.

3 
Declaration of Disclosable Pecuniary or any other Interests
Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale declared a possible interest in the Local Plan Review discussion.

4
Requests for Dispensations of DPIs – to enable Councillors to participate in budget/precept setting discussions/decisions: The Clerk issued dispensations to Councillors in order to permit participation in budget and precept setting discussions as local council tax payers.
5
To approve the minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 18th September 2017. 
Cllr Rushton proposed the Minutes as a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Ball, all agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes.

7
Matters arising from and action taken from the minutes (not otherwise on the agenda)

Cllr Price reported the hedge in Calverhall playground has now been trimmed. The owner of the adjacent property is pleased that the work has been done.  Cllr Rushton reported tractor tyre ruts in the ground. The Clerk reported that the bark has been ordered.   Councillors agreed that the invoice should be settled upon receipt rather than holding until January’s meeting.  

Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale sought clarification on the Minute reference to the Village Hall insurance policy.  Cllr Price confirmed that the Village Hall is no longer insuring the playground equipment. The Parish Council has also been insuring the equipment for a period in the region of the last 5-6 years. 

Cllr Astley reported that the sub-committee formed to take the village link footpath project forward is due to meet with Village Hall committee members to discuss funding etc.  Cllr Astley informed the Council that he will be enquiring as to whether the committee would be prepared to take the project on and to maintain the footpath.  Councillors discussed possible funding routes and the requirement for public consultation (via a meeting and leaflet drop) if a loan is to be applied for.  It was agreed to consider applying for funding (a Public Works Board Loan) at the same time to upgrade the parish street lighting to LED.  The Parish Council has received c£1200 so far in Neighbourhood Fund monies which could be allocated to the project.  
Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale explained that there was a CIL payment due on the Church Farm Development of £87,004 of which £13,050 was due to the Parish Council.  In addition £62,642 of the balance is due to the Local Infrastructure Fund.  He understood that if projects were identified in the Place Plan that these monies could be available to help fund them, such as the Village Link Path.  The Clerk explained that often it was difficult to obtain these monies from the Shropshire Council which is keen to keep hold of the funds.  Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale said every effort should be made to obtain these funds for the Parish.

Matters arising cont

Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale raised concerns that members of the public were sometimes not using  public rights of way across land in the vicinity of Igthfield and Calverhall but straying from them.  He asked that the public be reminded that they should only access public rights of way for their own safety and  the sake of the occupiers of the land.

Unitary Councillor’s Report

Cllr Wynn reported resurfacing works to the Prees Heath roundabout have now been completed much more quickly than anticipated.  Shropshire Council is looking to sae a further £4m this year through staff cuts and devolution of services.

Moles reported in Ightfield playground.  David Gresty has completed necessary repairs.  Trees at the entrance of the park need trimming back.  Councillors agreed that Ben Hill should be asked to attend to this matter, as proposed by 

Cllr Astley and seconded by Cllr Hitchman.  Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale will raise this with the Cloverley Estate and ensure the necessary works are undertaken.
- Street lighting – to report any remedial works required:
The Clerk reported that Philips is discontinuing production of SOX lanterns – there are 15 in the parish.  It was previously highlighted by Eon that the switch gear needs replacing.  Clerk to ask Eon for a quote for LED upgrade to all lights.
