Welcome and Public Session
The Chair welcomed everyone present to the July Meeting of the Parish Council, opening proceedings with the Public Session at 7:34pm.  There were no members of the public present.  Cllr P Wynn was in attendance.

To approve the minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Meeting held on 23rd May 2016: 
Cllr Rushton proposed them to be a true and accurate copies of the Meeting with the removal of the words ‘same wording’ item 10 line – all agreed, seconded by Cllr Price, all agreed.  Duly signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from and action taken from the minutes (not otherwise on the agenda): Further to agreement at the previous Meeting and the Clerk having circulated copies of the Standing Orders and Financial Regulations, the Councillors reviewed the documents and agreed to re-adopt them with no changes as proposed by Cllr Price and seconded by Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale, all agreed.  Resolved.  Councillors were given a reference copy of the ‘powers’ available to Parish Councils.  
Cllr J Betteridge was asked to continue as the NSAC/SALC rep for the Council, with Cllr Astley as second.  The motion was proposed by Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale, seconded by Cllr Price, all agreed.   The Clerk gave Cllr Astley the BT contract for the adopted kiosk in Ightfield, as requested at the last Meeting for information.

Unitary Councillor’s Report
New IT system being discussed and decided at a cost of £48m for all council services.  Devolution of services being delayed until next May.  Have saved £80m so far.  
8
Devolution of Services 
Cllrs Astley and Heywood Lonsdale reported back from the Whitchurch Town Council Meeting on the devolution of services.  Neil Wilcox from Shropshire Council had informed the Town Council that there would be an £1.72 additional cost per week to residents if the identified services (library, swimming pool etc) are taken over by the Town Council.  Councillors queried the cost of band d housing in rural area against band d in an urban area.  If the services are to be taken over it would be likely that the Parish would be required to increase precept to pay Whitchurch Town Council to contribute to services.  Councillors agreed that the Parish Council will need to consider a contribution towards taking on the services.  If no contribution is made then possibly the library pool etc would be at risk.  Councillors discussed the ramifications of not contributing.  Shropshire Council have confirmed that they will continue verge cutting until the current Ringway contract finishes.  Some parishes have been asked to provide information regarding their street lighting maintenance, bus shelter maintenance and verge cutting possibly with a view to Shropshire Council offering to take on these services at a cost.   
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The Clerk suggested that the Council may wish to consider a public consultation process with perhaps a drop in session to engage with local residents to get feedback about possible contribution to services.  Councillors discussed and agreed to follow this course and discuss again in September.  Councillors further discussed mobile library usage locally – beneficial or not cost effective?  This area needs further consultation.  Meetings planned for the Whitchurch LJC areas and Whitchurch Town Council.  Clerk to invite Nicki Young to the September meeting.

ii) Planters: form has been completed and duly submitted.  Site engineer not in office today for feedback.  Waiting for approval dependent upon width of verge etc.  If approval is given the Clerk will communicate to Cllr Betteridge in order to get the planters started.  Cones, men at work signage and fluorescent wear to be worn.  
Hedge overhanging footway on Burleydam Road, Ightfield has been trimmed but footway still obliterated.  Clerk to write to request it is cut back further.  Hedge on Calverhall Road has been cut back but verge underneath requires removal as still having to drive around it.  K&S Plantscapes to be asked to renew.  
iii) Memorial plaque – installation update given by Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale – written to Mr Martin to confirm the sizing and wording.  Matter now being dealt with by the Estate.
