Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes. Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale proposed accepting the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 16th July as a true and accurate record, seconded by Cllr Astley, all agreed.  The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. Resolved.

Matters arising from and action taken from the minutes (not otherwise on the agenda)

Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale queried whether the Clerk had purchased equipment using transparency code fund money as previously agreed. The Clerk reported that several of the Councils she works for are considering new equipment and she was waiting to establish exactly what was being purchased so that she could co-ordinate purchasing a software package as appropriate to save money ie through a multi-licence deal).  To forward suggested items to Councillors for consideration so that the Council could have its own computer equipment in the interests of best practice/GDPR compliance.   The Council has received £1200 fund money.  A laptop will be in the region of £4-450 and a projector will be c £350-400.  Clerk to open an account with PC World for the Parish Council.

Footpath Steering Group Committee–to enable Councillors to discuss and to receive the Meeting Minutes
Councillors reported from the last Meeting.  Cllr Astley proposed applying for the required planning permission, seconded by Cllr Hitchman. All agreed. This will come from allocated Neighbourhood Fund money.  Cllr Astley to apply for lottery funding (£10K). Councillors agreed that they are still considering a Public Works Loan Board Loan.  
Councillors expressed concern about the recent communications received regarding Shropshire Council’s intention to divert all CiL Local funds to the service towns rather than to support infrastructure projects identified in place plans in the areas where the development has taken place.  A letter was received from the Chairman of Childs Ercall Parish Council to Shropshire council complaining about the rejection of their recent application for CiL Local Funds to support a project identified in their Place Plan due to be funded by a combination of Neighbourhood Fund money and CiL Local.  Councillors agreed that Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale would draft a letter to support Childs Ercall.

Street Lights/Repairs & or Maintenance - An opportunity for Councillors to report items requiring attention: 
a
 Playgrounds: – Annual/regular inspection reports: to discuss/commission any remedial works required
Councillors received the annual inspection reports.  It was noted that the fence at the rear of the playground in Ightfield still requires attention.  The Estate will have this attended to.  The hedges have been cut in the playgrounds.   It was noted that the new play bark has yet to be laid. The Clerk brought to the Council’s attention that this has been highlighted as an issue in 2 annual inspections and could affect the insurance. Councillors agreed to attend to the matter at the weekend.   The cable runway in Calverhall requires attention. The Clerk was asked to source someone to attend to it.  Cllrs Price and Hitchman to compile a list of works required; to request Mr Gresty attends to the repairs.  The Clerk suggested that the Council devises a strategy to plan for the replacement of play equipment.  To review in the budget.  £112 spent so far on the playground this year. Grounds maintenance contractor will be c£1572.

Councillors were reminded that a light is out in the Prees Road. It was agreed to await another light requiring repair before calling engineers to save call out costs.

WW1 commemorative beacon & insurance – to enable Councillors to approve costs/arrangements

Councillors discussed plans for the beacon.  A cheaper beacon has been sourced. Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale proposed purchasing the cheaper beacon at c£160 plus the pole, seconded by Cllr Hitchman.  All agreed. Councillors discussed insurance.  Clerk to check with existing insurance company and obtain a second quote if it is not covered under the existing policy.  A risk assessment will be required. Councillors agreed as marshalls to wear hi-vis and to supply fire extinguishers.  No plans for the Church service have been seen as yet. Cllr Astley to liaise with the Vicar.  Councillors discussed the installation of the pole and to practice lighting the beacon prior to the event.

The Clerk reported that no contribution would be forthcoming for an additional street light from residents. Councillors discussed the need for 3 additional lights in Ightfield.  To take forward and include in budget considerations.
