- Update on Highways – Clerk gave update on works due to be carried out.  
- Road safety concerns submission – Speeding through Calverhall: Councillors discussed VAS and Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale to investigate.  Neighbourhood Fund monies received could go towards this project as it has been identified in the Place Plan.  
- Jubilee footpath/Proposed village walkway – No update has been received from the resident co-ordinating raising funds.  
- Proposal received from the Community for a litter pick – No update from the resident
- Request to provide waste bin at tennis courts in Calverhall – The Chair has received a report that lots of rubbish is being left in the tennis courts.  Councillors agreed that this is the remit of the Village Hall Committee which receives an annual grant for upkeep/maintenance.

- BT kiosk – Councillors discussed long term arrangements for the kiosk, considering the pros and cons of listing it.  Councillors agreed not to list the kiosk in order to maintain flexibility.  Clerk to give the ask Mark Astley to quote for repainting the kiosk in same manner as it is currently.
