1 
Welcome and Public Session
The Chair welcomed everyone to the September Meeting of the Parish Council and opened the Meeting at 7:30pm.  One resident was present who brought two Highways incidents to the attention of the Council Members.  Firstly, 2 learner motor scooter riders witnessed driving from Moreton Wood to Ightfield riding 2 abreast along the entire route.  Narrowly avoided head-on collision with an oncoming car on a sharp bend as the car was able to pull in quickly to a gateway.  This matter has been reported to the Police.  The resident also brought forward the dangerous parking of a hunt follower who parked in the S bend dip between Pool House and Cloverley with the tail end of the vehicle at an angle protruding out into the road.  Council Members requested that the Clerk writes to the Hunt to request that participators and followers are reminded to park with the appropriate duty of care to other Highway users and courtesy to residents.

To approve the minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Meeting held on 18th July 2016

Cllr Astley requested that under Highways item 2 the location of the hedge referred to is added – Councillors reviewed the item and approved the inclusion of “on Burleydam road, Ightfield” to be inserted.  Cllr Rushton proposed (with the inclusion), seconded by Cllr Astley, that the Minutes were a true and accurate record of the Meeting, all agreed. Resolved.  Duly signed.

Matters arising from and action taken from the minutes (not otherwise on the agenda)
The Chair reported he had visited the residents with overhanging hedge on Burleydam Road, Ightfield to discuss having it cut back to expose full width of footway.  The resident has agreed to cut in due course.  The wall behind the War Memorial in Ightfield was reported as requiring re-pointing at the last meeting.  The Chair reported that the condition has now worsened – Councillors agreed to have the re-pointing seen to asap.  Clerk to ask Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale to instruct RGM as repairers.

Unitary Councillor’s Report
Cllr Wynn reported that there was little to report since July’s Meeting due to the Summer recess at Shropshire Council  (Cllr Wynn left the Meeting).

Devolution of Services 
No update available other than to report Shropshire Council is deferring this until 2017.  More meetings scheduled over the coming months which should give Parish Councils more information as to how the proposals will affect them.

Street Lights/Repairs & or Maintenance

- An opportunity for Councillors to report items requiring attention:  2 street lights reported as out in Ightfield.  Clerk has reported these to Shropshire Council as they are not Parish lights.  New unmetered supply certificate received.  Still waiting for maintenance contract quote from Eon.  Clerk enquired if there would be any interest in switching lights to dusk til dawn as this could be investigated. Councillors considered possible impact on crime, accidents, shift workers and agreed to leave the lights on all night.

Street Lights/Repairs & or Maintenance cont
- Playground inspection reports: Annual and Intermediate – to discuss & action any remedials required – Ightfield: utility post outside has been righted. Retaining bark walls need repair; moles; Clerk  to source exterminator from the (Village Crier advertiser 1st port of call) and deal with asap in both playgrounds.   Ightfield: bark pit wood surround requires attention – Clerk to get David Gresty to attend to and fix.  
Moreton Wood bus shelter needs cleaning out – To ask D Gresty; Cllr Astley to check benches and shelters for repainting.

Calverhall – need new adult swing – bark needs attention: weeds and topping up:  Clerk to get quotes for more bark.  Cllr Price reminded councillors of intention to remove bark beds and replace with mats and grass.  Children continuously tie up the zip wire.  To get David Gresty to untie.  Clerk to get quote for one dump bag of bark.  To ask KG Landscaping to do weed killing in play areas to prepare for new bark.  
Clerk brought forward an enquiry from a resident about cutting playground hedge in Calverhall.  Cllr Rushton proposed, seconded by Cllr Charmley employing Mark Leighton to cut hedge back next to house and BT kiosk.  Agreed.  Fence along road has now grown over – need to have this opened up (take out brambles etc) for safety and trees trimmed along Mr Philips’s hedge : Cllr Price to inspect and report on how much needs to be taken out – K&S Plantscapes.

Malt kiln farm: slow signs for roads – programmed but not immediate.  Will not do flashing lights. Clerk has requested cones for him.  
ii) Clerk to request jetters for grids on Calverhall road.

iv) Calverhall road name has been reported as missing: Clerk has reported to Highways and requested a replacement.   Clerk to check when speed checks will be done
