Chairman’s Welcome, Announcements and Public Session
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting which he opened at 7:30pm. There was one members of the public present. Cllr   Wynn attended the Meeting.  A representative of the Calverhall PCC attended the Meeting. Letters have been delivered to residents asking for donations as income is less than expenditure.  It costs c£43 per day to run the Church and a new boiler is required and repairs to the roof are needed.  It is hoped that the Church will be able to stay open.  The Chairman thanked the Church Warden for attending.  The AMICA Centre has now been closed and has been returned to the Diocese.  The Vicar has now moved his office to the Clive Hall.  A discussion was held regarding the award of annual grants for local organisations.

Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes  Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Astley, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.

Matters arising from and action taken from the minutes (not otherwise on the agenda)

The Clerk reported that the replacement light still outstanding in Prees Road. She has chased Eon for an answer as to why the work has not been done. Waiting for a response. Councillors reported that the contact phone numbers in the Crier have been updated.

Unitary Councillor Paul Wynn reported that the Highways Department is being restructured.  Parish Councils will be given their own account managers.  Two more Officers are being appointed to handle planning applications.  CiL is under review.  A new portfolio holder has been appointed.  
The Clerk updated Members on a CiL training session which she attended.

Footpath Steering Group Committee–to enable Councillors to discuss and to receive the Meeting Minutes and to discuss progress of plans

CiL Local fund application has been submitted to Shropshire Council. An application has also been sent into the Twemlows Community Fund for £1k.  Cllr Astley will look into applying to the Calor Community Fund.  Another Steering Group meeting will be convened shortly.  The footpath section by the wet area in the dip will be sprayed in the next week or so. Photos to be put on the website.

Street Lights/Repairs & or Maintenance - An opportunity for Councillors to report items requiring attention: 
a
 Playgrounds:  to discuss/commission any remedial works required 
Cllr Astley gave a report on the Ightfield playground.  The fence next to the style is still broken.  To ask Mr Gresty to fix. The bark pit wooden surrounds need attention also.  Retaining wall by war memorial and bus shelter in Ightfield have been repaired. Some minor repairs have been carried out in Calverhall as requested. Surrounds to the barked play areas in both playgrounds will need attention shortly. To monitor.

Street lighting – to report any remedial works required
Replacement light in Prees Road still requires replacement as noted previously. This was ordered shortly after the last meeting. The Clerk is chasing Eon for a progress report.  




Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale has been to Church Street to inspect the street lighting provision. He reported that there is a pole outside no 11 which could be used for a new light.  Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale wasn’t sure if the pole outside No11 was the right place for a light.  Councillors discussed applying for a Public Works Loan Board Loan to upgrade all street lights to LED and install some new additional lights for Ightfield.  Clerk to obtain 2 quotes for 11 Church Street and opposite The Gables, proposed by Cllr Astley, seconded by Cllr Hitchman, all agreed.

Matters to report/updates on items previously reported:
Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale has put in application for a PCC Grant for a VAS.  Speeding through Calverhall is getting worse.  He has asked for police checks.  
Public rights of way issues were raised, with a number of residents walking on private land with no rights of access.  New signage is to be installed across the two villages with maps indicating correct public rights of way.  
Car parking space at the Church in Ightfield is now reduced due to the closure of the AMICA. 
Cllr HL will be contacting Mcdonalds regarding take-away rubbish being left on our roadsides from their restaurants.

To adopt Financial regulations/business resilience scheme/to review asset register

The updated asset register was reviewed.  Councillors discussed the Ightfield phone kiosk, purchased a couple of years previously.  A defibrillator being installed in the kiosk was considered as an aspiration. Cllr Astley and the Clerk to look into.    Clerk to itemise IT equipment for the purposes of the asset register.

 PC World account/order: £171.22 – amount said to be owing is to be queried.  Clerk to check the figures.  Councillors agreed to pay any outstanding amount prior to the next Meeting once the figures have been finalised.

Councillors discussed the annual grants given by the Parish Council to support and assist local organisations.  Grants of £250 have been made annually to the Churches to assist with cemetery maintenance. The following grants were proposed and seconded by Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale, seconded by Cllr Hitchman, all agreed: Village Hall £500; NS Wheelers £200;  £250 to both Churches – grant given specifically to assist with churchyard upkeep – copies of accounts to be requested; Maurice Chandler Centre £100. Recipients to be invited to the next annual meeting. Resolved.
