Welcome and Public Session
Cllr Price welcomed everyone to the July meeting of the Parish Council, welcoming the 7 members of the public present to the Meeting opening the Meeting at 7:33pm.  Cllr P Wynn was in attendance.  Mr Griffiths informed the Members that the Village Hall AGM is being held on 28th July at 6:30pm.  Mr Harrison from North Salop Wheelers attended the Meeting, and gave an overview of the community bus service operated by the Wheelers. He made an appeal for new drivers to come forward.  Cllr Price presented cheque to Mr Harrison for £200 and thanked him for attending the Meeting.

Co-option of Councillors – to receive/consider applications & co-opt Councillors
Four candidates applied for the 3 vacant seats.  Cllr Price thanked all of the candidates for attending and requested that all candidates leave the room to enable consideration of applications.  Cllr Price reminded members that past history has dictated that this is traditionally done on a first applicant basis.  Applications had been received and read by the Council Members.  Councillors agreed to co-opt on the first 3 applicants to have applied as proposed by Cllr Price, seconded by Cllr Roberts, all agreed.   Cllr Price recalled the candidates to the Meeting.  Cllr Price thanked them for applying.  The fourth candidate was asked to keep coming to the Meetings and that his interest would be most welcome.  Mrs Rushton, Mr Ball and Mr Hitchman were duly co-opted to the Council.  Acceptance of office forms were duly signed by all Councillors.  DPI forms circulated for return to the Monitoring Officer.  Cllr Price gave an overview of the duties. Clerk to provide maps.  Clerk to forward training details.  Cllr Price introduced all Members to each other.

Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes.  Cllr Astley proposed the Minutes to be a true and accurate copy, seconded by Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale, all agreed. Matters arising from and action taken from the minutes (not otherwise on the agenda)

Cllr Astley gave an overview of the intention to have a beacon to commemorate the end of the First World War.  Ightfield PC has registered to take part.  Quotes to be obtained for a beacon.  Councillors agreed to hold a site visit with Church wardens and a Conservation Officer – Clerk to arrange.  Cllr Price is to obtain a quote for the beacon.  Clrl Astley outlined the intention to begin the ceremony to light the beacon in the Holy Trinity Church, then to walk to Ightfield.  The beacon will be put on Estate land, the tenant is to be contacted. Arrangements to be decided in September.    Cllr Astley suggested an intention to align this with the Jubilee footpath.  
Cllr Astley queried the method of the building works at the Oxhaven site in Ightfield. Clerk gave update.

Unitary Councillor’s Report – 

Cllr Wynn gave an overview to the new Councillors of his role as a Unitary Councillor and Chair of the North Shropshire Planning Committee. Local Plan to go to consultation in the Autumn.

Street Lights/Repairs & or Maintenance

- An opportunity for Councillors to report items requiring attention: 
- Playground inspection reports: – to discuss annual inspection report & action any remedial works required 
Inspection reports were discussed and remedials required considered.
Cllr Price, seconded by Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale, proposed purchasing  x 2 new adult swing seats – Clerk to order. Councillors considered alternative options – are chopped up tyres a suitable surface as an alternative.  Clerk to contact the playground inspector to ask if would be suitable.  Clerk to ask David Gresty to attend to the remedials.  Is grass and matting suitable surface under the multiplay.  Cllr Price to get a price for rubber matting to put under the swings.  Clerk to source quote from a play bark company in Cumbria and get a sample.  
- Street lighting – to report any remedial works required/update: 
Eon have received inventory of lighting from the Clerk.

iii) Report from Highways site visit: Cllrs Price and Heywood-Lonsdale met with a highways engineer to discuss local concerns : Flooding between the villages – Highways to put a camera into the drains to inspect as any surface water does not clear during heavy rainfall.  Moreton Wood bus shelter has been scheduled for installation of hard standing.  Road surface outside Kennels Farm. Road side grids to be cleared in Willaston and problems investigated.  Moreton Wood crossroads – road in poor condition to Boundary Farm. Issues to be investigated.
iv) Footpaths: Cllr Astley gave an overview of the jubilee footpath project.  It has £28k total project cost. EOI CiL form submitted but only £5708.45. Local fundraising has been undertaken.  To investigate alternative funding routes.  Cllr Wynn to investigate at Shropshire Council.  Community enablement officers are to check grant funding.  More local signage to prevent walkers.  Only £5k available  - Clerk to ask if £5k from CiL local applied for if that is it or if more money can be applied for the same project later. Cllr Rushton proposed holding the application, seconded by Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale  all agreed.  To hold appliction and agree to look into grant funding.  Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale  to follow up with Mr Hollins.
