To receive the Internal auditor’s report
Councillors acknowledged receipt of the report, noting the recommendation that budget figures are included in the report going forward.  Cllr Price proposed accepting the report, seconded by Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale, all agreed.

To approve and sign off the 2018-2019 year-end accounts
Councillors approved the balances as at year end 31st March 2019 as proposed and seconded by Cllr Astley             and Cllr Roberts.  Cllr Roberts proposed approval and completion of the certificate of exemption due to neither income nor expenditure exceeding £25,000, seconded by Cllr Astley, all agreed.  The form was duly signed by Chairman and Clerk.

To complete the Annual Governance Statement
Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale proposed approval of the Annual Governance Statement following Councillors completing the form answering all questions positively, seconded by Cllr Astley, all agreed.  The Clerk and the Chairman duly signed the form.

To complete and sign off the Annual Accounting Statement 2018-19
Cllr Astley proposed signing the form having approved the year end figures, seconded by Cllr Price, all agreed. The Chairman and Clerk/RFO duly signed the form.

To approve any invoices for payments due prior to July’s meeting
There were no invoices required for payment prior to July’s meeting.

To finalise annual grant payments – to be awarded at July’s meeting
Councillors discussed the annual grant awards which are due to be paid in July.  Councillors requested that the Clerk asks for the last 3 years accounts and Minutes from the Village Hall Committee.  Accounts to be requested from the Churches.  Clerk to invite the recipients to attend in July to collect the cheques.

PWLB application form – for completion
Cllr Astley presented the spreadsheet information calculating possible repayments to the PWLB for a loan of £40,132 based on c250 houses over 40 years.  There are 407 electors in the Parish.  Councillors discussed the two different repayment options available, the EIP or the Annunity.  The EIP would require 2 repayments of £981 per year, the annuity would be £784 twice annually.  Councillors agreed, proposed by Cllr Astley to opt for the annuity repayment which is the lower monthly repayment option, seconded by Cllr Price.  The impact on a Band D property would be £0.52 per household per month, working out at an increase of £6.24 annually.   Clerk to request precept figures from Shropshire Council working on the basis of an increased precept for 2020-21 of: £11747 (2019-20 precept) + 10% annual increase + £1570 loan repayment ie £14,464.
