Welcome and Public Session
The Vice-Chair welcomed everyone present to the Meeting and opened proceedings at 7:30pm. Cllr Price introduced all Council Members to the public and gave an overview of proceedings.  Nine members of the public were present.  Mr Hollins gave a representation regarding a new planning application he has submitted which is a new version of an application for which he already has permission.  This includes two 2 bed bungalows rather than two 3 bed houses and a replacement dwelling for no 19 Burleydam Road.  The bungalows will occupy a larger footprint than the originally intended dwellings.  Cllr Roberts joined at 7:38pm.  Mrs Houston made her view known that she feels a plaque as previously proposed should be in the village and that the Parish Council members should have taken an active role gathering responses to its recent survey.  Chair confirmed that no decision made by the Council can be reviewed within a six month period.  Mrs Griffiths made a representation regarding the plaque consultation and offered the opinion that Councillors should have done a door to door survey throughout the Parish.  Councillors re-iterated why the plaque was refused permission and re-confirmed that all information was available to read in the previous Minutes on the website.  Mr Martin, proposer of the plaque, also made a representation to the Council on its decision.  Cllr Price queried when the plaque was previously refused by the Council.  The Chair confirmed that the Parish Council has made its decision and this matter cannot be discussed or raised again for 6 months.

Applications: 
15/0457/FUL Erection of replacement dwelling and 2 no bungalows: 19 Burleydam Road and Adjoining Land 

SY13 4BW: Councillors considered the plans and discussed the footprint of the previous application and existing house and access.  Councillors raised no objections. All agreed.
15/04555/FUL Erection of two storey rear and side extensions and single storey front extension with canopy roof: 

1 Prees Road, Calverhall, Shropshire SY13 4PL: The plans were reviewed and discussed.  No objections were raised and the Councillors agreed to support the application with the provisos that the extension should be built of brick not rendered, as every other house in the village is of brick construction. The first floor window shown as being full height, ie from floor; this should be a normal size, again at first floor as otherwise it would not be in keeping with the general design of other houses in the village.

Vice Chair and Clerk to compile list of outstanding works; Clerk to write.  Clerk and chair playground inspection and obtain quotes for works recommended in inspection report.  Playground hedge still outstanding in Ightfield and Calverhall hedge should have been topped.
