Chair’s Welcome, Announcements, Present, Apologies  and/or Absent 

The Chair welcomed everyone to the January Meeting of the Parish Council opening proceedings at 7:31pm.  Councillors welcomed Belinda Doolan, Community Enablement Officer.  One member of the public was present.

9/18 Public Session 
One member of the public was present.  Council Members commented upon the good turnout there had been at the Extraordinary Meeting.  The member of the public (Mr Hawkins) inquired as to what a disclosable interest is and, therefore, what a dispensation is, with reference to item 4.  The Clerk gave an explanation.


10/18 Shropshire Council Community Enablement Officer 
Belinda Doolan attended the Meeting to discuss the aspiration to create a footway between Ightfield and Calverhall.  Matters considered at the Meeting held on 15th January were brought forward for further discussion.  Councillors agreed that a working group needs to be established to take the project forward and to establish a terms of reference to give clarity and security for the Members.  An initial working group has been set up with 3 members of the PC and some members from external village groups.  This group needs to be formalised.  The initial ‘expression of interest’ submission made by the Parish Council for funding from the CiL Local monies held by Shropshire Council was rejected but it could be re-submitted.  Ms Doolan to forward template terms of reference to assist the Councillors.  She recommended that funding options need to be researched – CiL, lottery funding, Public Works Loan etc.  Councillors confirmed that the land identified for the path is to be provided on a lease.  This path could be a definitive route for future generations and protected.  Ms Doolan agreed to attend meetings and support with funding applications etc.  She confirmed that she could assist in preparing funding applications.  The Clerk asked for confirmation as to whether the PC would be recharged for her assistance on this project, as previously suggested by Shropshire Council.  Ms Doolan confirmed that no charges would made.  Ms Doolan was shown a map marking the exact proposed route of the path.  Shropshire Great Outdoors contracting services were highlighted to offer advice about styles and kinds of materials, mapping etc.  The consultation process will need to be implemented first as a best practice and transparency exercise.  Councillors wish to emphasise the benefits of the footway to both villages.  The future maintenance and insurance costs will be a cost to the Parish Council.  Councillors agreed to set up a meeting with members of the group to explore the next steps. National Lottery Awards for All may well be the best option.  
A quotation had been sourced from Balfours for £950 for planning services, £1000 for ecology and tree reports from Peter Richards.  
Steering group members: Dave (Chair), Mark Astley, Linda Roberts (Pub), William (Estate), Village Hall Committee, Henry (Calverhall Social Club) to ask the Griffiths, Andrew Hollins (representing Ightfield), Jane Arthan (to be asked), Chris and Frank Houston (Hall and Tennis), Vicar.  Timescales for funding were discussed.

Cllr Rushton proposed purchasing projector, seconded by Cllr Hitchman. The purchase of a scanner and printer for the Clerk was proposed by Cllr Price, seconded by Cllr Ball, all agreed.

Potential cost of base discussed.  Needs to be scaled to fit into the agreed housing.  £750 rahter than £500 – Cllr Hitchman proposed single post option  with concrete pad at £500, Cllr Rushton seconded the motion – all agreed.  Environmental maintenance grant will not be forthcoming over the next year.  Councillors agreed that there will shortly be a need to have the street lights upgraded as the current sox lamps are being discontinued.  Cllr Rushton proposed raising the precept  to £10,000 to allow for upgrading of street lighting, seconded by Cllr Ball, all agreed.  Clerk to apply.
