Cllr Price was proposed by Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale as Chair, seconded by Cllr Rushton. All agreed. Resolved.

2 	Election of Vice Chairperson 
Cllr Rushton proposed Cllr Heywood- Lonsdale, seconded by Cllr Price, all agreed. Resolved.

3	Co-option of Councillor 
Councillors agreed that they had seen Mr Astley’s application to join the Council.  The co-option of Mr Astley was proposed by Cllr Price, seconded by Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale, all agreed.  Resolved.  Clerk to email the Good Counillors Guide to all councillors. Cllr M Astley was welcomed to the meeting. (Acceptance of office form duly completed.)

Apologies were received from Cllr Charmley and Cllr Wynn.

8 To approve the minutes of the meeting held on 21st March 2016 
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes.  Cllr Roberts was removed from the attendee list. Proposed as a true and accurate record by Cllr Rushton, seconded by Cllr Price, all agreed. Duly signed.

9 Matters arising from the minutes not otherwise on the agenda
Procession rescheduled for 19th June from War Memorial to church on Midsummer evening.

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10 Proposal for memorial plaque – Ightfield
Cllr Price reminded Councillors that at the last Meeting some residents had asked if the Parish Council had an alternative location suggestion for a plaque in memory of the Czech and Slovakian soldiers.  Cllr Price put forward two options for Councillors to consider: 
Option a): a brass plaque on wall at entrance to Gables Farm.  This option was offered by the Trustees of the Cloverley and Shavington Estate.  The restrictions are: plain plaque 300 x 105mm reading ‘In the memory of Joseph Gabcik and Jan Kubis’ – strictly no variation to the size or wording.  (A plaque would be subject to listed buildings consent due to the wall being within the curtilage of a listed building.)
Option b): to remove the WI bench at the same location and replace with a new bench with a plaque on the bench itself (same wording).  The Chair of the WI had been consulted by the Chair and does not envisage problems with relocating existing bench.  

The Councillors discussed the options and Cllrs Astley, Roberts and Rushton agreed that they would be in favour of the wall mounted plaque option.  Cllr Rushton proposed that the Council accepts the offer from the Trustees and offers permission to Mr Martin to place a plaque on the wall at the entrance to Gables Farm.  This proposal was seconded by Cllr Astley, all agreed.  Resolved.  The Chair offered thanks to the Trustees for giving permission.  Clerk to draft email to Mr Martin to outline the proposal.  

11	Planning Applications:

Proposal: Sub-division and extension to existing dwelling to create additional 2 No. bedroom dwelling
Applicant: Mr Strickland (Church Farm House, Church Street, Ightfield, SY13 4NU)
Councillors confirmed that they had seen the plans and discussed the alterations and extension.  Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale proposed, seconded by Cllr Roberts, supporting the scheme. All agreed.

Maurice chandler: £100 proposed by Cllr Rushton, seconded Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale; Councillors discussed budget allocation with a view to giving a donation to North Salop wheelers: £250 proposed by Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale, all agreed. Resolved.
ii) Insurance renewal – Discuss/agree: Councillors considered the renewal quotation.  It proposed by Cllr Rushton to renew, seconded by Cllr Roberts, all agreed. Resolved.  Clerk to arrange for alternative quotes for the next financial year.  
iii) Presentation of Internal Auditor’s report/Approval of year end accounts and submission of the Annual Return to the Audit Commission: Councillors aginternal audit accepted by council.  
iv) Proposal to pay Scottish Power by direct debit – discuss: Councillors agreeable to the proposal – Clerk to obtain figures for a quarterly payment, proposed by Cllr Rushton c£155 per quarter, seconded by Cllr Roberts.  All agreed.

Moreton Wood bus shelter: Cllr Price to source some hard chippings and lay by post box and request that David Gresty cleans it out.  Agreed.  ‘Slow’ and ‘s’ bend signs still outstanding by the Pool House.
-	Application to site planters at village entrances: Clerk to submit form for 3 main roads into Calverhall.
-	Request for safety signage from Malt Kiln Farm: Clerk to request that Highways look at it.  
-	Road safety concerns submission: concealed entrance by Malt Kiln Farm and speed of traffic passing with cows crossing.  
-	Clerk to chase police on speed checks.
