Welcome and Public Session

Matters arising from and action taken from the minutes (not otherwise on the agenda)

Clerk to investigate permissions for planters to go under the village name location signs.  Clerk confirmed that to oursource the HMRC/PAYE function would be £60 annually.

John Martin, Author 

Mr Martin attended the Meeting in order to request that the Parish Council considers erecting a memorial plaque to commemorate the two soldiers who assassinated the highest ranking Nazi, Hendrich to be assassinated during the war.  Soldiers befriended by the Ellison family in Ightfield.  Mr Martin is seeking permission/approval for commemorative plaque to be located in Ightfield.  Mr Martin presented a pack to Councillors to put forward a proposal for such a plaque.  Councillors discussed a possible suitable location for a memorial.  Mr Martin kindly offered to host an evening presentation in the Hall for local people.  Councillors agreed that the form of a slab and funding for it would need further consideration.  Cllrs agreed that subject to Church and local approval they would agree to it. Cllrs will liaise with the Church, subject to approval design will be approved.

Unitary Councillor’s Report

Cllr Wynn that SAMDev should be signed off by September.  Some previously approved applications which are not included in SAMDev and have not signed off their Section 106 agreements are coming back to committee to be re-examined.  Centre North East youth centre which is now being run by the LJC.  After 12 months funding will have to be in place.  Looking for people to take on the building and allow the youth to continue to use the facilities.  Sessions currently run 3 times per week.

i) Jubilee footpath: Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale reported he had had a meeting with Mr Hollins regarding the proposed route.  The Trustees have agreed in principle providing funding can be found.  All to be surfaced, fenced and gated.  Trustees keen to formalise the access in Ightfield to confirm where there are footpaths.  
ii) Sites of community concern – submission: Speed tests still outstanding, slow signs and s bend signs.  Cllrs agreed that a VAS sign is still an aspiration.  Clerk to ask Highways if one can be provided.  Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale to investigate VAS signage further.
