Welcome and Public Session
The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting, opening at 7:31pm.  No members of the public attended the Meeting.

Present, apologies or absent 

All Councillors were present.

Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale declared interests in the item on the agenda concerning the footpath and the Local Plan.

The Clerk confirmed dispensations to enable participation in budget setting and precept setting discussions.

To approve the minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 19th November 2018. 
The Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes.  A couple of typing errors were corrected and one section was added to in order to clarify matters more succinctly.  The alterations and final version were proposed for acceptance by Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale, seconded by Cllr Hitchman, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.

Matters arising from and action taken from the minutes (not otherwise on the agenda): 
No matters were raised.

Footpath Steering Group Committee–to enable Councillors to discuss and to receive the Meeting Minutes and to discuss lottery application/progress of plans

Cllr Astley reported that he has completed the CiL Local expression of interest form as requested.  He gave Councillors an overview of its content. Councillors agreed that with the 3 new developments in the village plus infill plots, the scheme fitted well with the criteria.  The Councillors discussed funding for the scheme taking into account the £25K being applied for from the CiL Local fund.  A total of £44k is required for the creation of the footpath.  If the CiL Local application is rejected an alternative source of funding will need to be explored.  Ecology reports and planning application costs have also to be factored into the overall amount.  An invoice from Peter Richards is due which Councillors agreed to pay this before the next meeting in order to meet invoice term deadlines.  Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale reported from a meeting with the ecologist.  He gave details of necessary works to vegetation, including some tree and hedge removal, and provided an indication of the timescales involved. Trees will be planted to replace some of those removed. These will be provided by the Estate.  Three bird boxes will be installed and a newt home created.

Street Lights/Repairs & or Maintenance - An opportunity for Councillors to report items requiring attention: 
a
 Playgrounds:  to discuss/commission any remedial works required 
Councillors agreed to request that Mr Gresty is contacted to carry out repairs to the retaining wall by the War Memorial in Ightfield. The Estate is to mend the style fence in the playground.  Playground signage requires updating.  To take forward and obtain quotes.  
b
Street lighting – to report any remedial works required; update on repairs in Calverhall
Councillors considered a quote to replace the street light in Prees Road for £692.40 plus VAT.  The quote is for an LED light.  A previous quote was reviewed for all electrical box upgrades at a cost of £1950 plus VAT for 19 lanterns. Cllr Astley proposed, seconded by Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale, replacing the light and accepting the quote from Eon.  All agreed. Clerk to instruct Eon.  To install a new light on the Burleydam Road or Church Street would costs £739.46 plus VAT. Councillors agreed to defer this decision.

· Received by  the Clerk from Shropshire Council and circulated by email:  SALC AGM; Precept request; SC Bring banks consultation; Future Fit media release; Buckingham Palace Garden Party invitation for nominations; SALC area committee meeting date notifications; Shropshire Building control LABC letter; CiL update; Road safety schemes funding opportunity; Place plans communication; Local plan review consultation; NHS updates; 
Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale recommended applying for monies from the Road safety schemes funding opportunity offered by the Police & Crime Commissioner’s office.   Councillors agreed that this would be a good way to secure funds to finance a VAS for Calverhall.  It was noted that a Place Plans review will commence from March onwards.  The Councillors completed the Local Plan Review response which the Clerk will return to Shropshire Council.  Cllr Ashley gave an update from the presentation given by Shropshire Council on the preferred site allocations for the Whitchurch Place Plan area for the purposes of the Local Plan Review, which will take the Local Plan until 2036.  There is to be an urban focus for planning in Shropshire.  500 houses will be built on the Tilstock Road, 190 at the Mount, 180 in Waymills and 70 in Alkington.

Balance reconciliation & cash book for information
The Clerk circulated current cash book, receipt and payment and bank reconciliation spreadsheets. The bank reconciliation was checked for accuracy against bank statements and signed off as accurate.
b) 
Payment/Invoices – to include payment of invoices received post agenda
All payments, including the salary, were proposed for payment, proposed by Cllr Hitchman seconded by Cllr  Astley,   all agreed. Cheques were signed in accordance with the mandate.
The Clerk informed Councillors that the registration with the ICO is due for renewal.  A direct debit is in place and the fee will be reduced from £40 to £35 as a result.  The registration will renew automatically.
c)
Budget – 2019-20 – to agree the budget
Councillors discussed and reviewed income and expenditure over the last financial year.  Councillors agreed that they believed an increase to the precept to be essential in order to cover costs.  Councillors were mindful that the current street lighting is in need of being upgraded and although a loan could be taken out to fund the cost the capital to repay must be budgeted for.  Councillors approved the proposed budget for 2019-20 as presented by the Clerk.  Street lighting to be reviewed/reconsidered during the year.  The NF money held,  c£1100, will be allocated to an appropriate project identified within the Place Plan.  d)
 Precept request – to enable Councillors to determine/agree the precept for 2019/20
In light of the budget discussions, Councillors agreed to increase the precept request by £1500 to £11747, proposed by Cllr Price, seconded by Cllr Roberts, all agreed.  Clerk to apply to Shropshire Council.

PC World account/order: to ratify account settlement prior to meeting to comply with 30 day payment term
Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale proposed the ratification of the payment made prior to the Meeting to settle the PC World account for equipment purchased from Transparency Code fund, seconded by Cllr Price, all agreed.

ICO data protection renewal fee – Clerk updated under previous item.

Grounds maintenance contract: to confirm renewal of annual maintenance contract
The annual maintenance contract was reviewed and the quote considered. Cllr Price proposed accepting the quote for £1302, seconded by Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale, all agreed. Clerk to inform contractor. 
h)
VAS: to enable Councillors to consider the purchase of a VAS/apply for grant funding through PCC’s office
Cllr Heywood-Lonsdale reported that he had sourced two quotes for a VAS.  One at £2400, the other at £2941.50.  To add speed collection data facility it would be an additional £275 with £16 for the USB cable.  The VAS is intended for the Bletchley Road.  Cllr Heywood Lonsdale recommended applying for the full amount from the PCC’s office to purchase a system from TWM, seconded by Cllr Astley, all agreed.  Cllr Astley raised speeding concerns in Ightfield by the War Memorial/Burleydam Road.
